The Paramedic will work at full scope of practice collaboratively within the interdisciplinary healthcare team 
and report directly to the Nurse Coordinator.  This role is critical in supporting after-hours clinical services, 
patient assessment, urgent treatment, emergency response and stabilization in a northern remote 
healthcare setting. 
 

• Screen patient calls, perform assessment, and apply clinical decision-making within the Paramedic  scope 

of practice; 

• Work under the direction of the Nurse Coordinator to support health centre operations; 

• Provide urgent and emergency care as required; 

• Assist with community emergency responses including (but not limited to): 

o Patient transport 

o Intercepting with ground or air ambulance services (as needed) 

• Maintain accurate documentation and patient records; 

• Collaborate with nursing and medical staff to ensure continuity of care; 

• Maintain and restock supplies in the emergency rooms and Horizontal Transportation Vehicle (HTV).
